Investment Strategy:
The investment strategy of the scheme is to invest into various debt and money
market securities with an overall portfolio residual maturity of less than 91 days.
All investments made by the Scheme will be made in accordance with SEBI

The AMC will follow a structured investment process in order to identify the best
securities for investment and has developed an internal research framework for
consistently examining all securities.
